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IV Sunday of Ordinary Time
THE END IS COMING!

When St. Paul began proclaiming the Gospel, The
Good News of Jesus the Christ, he believed that His
“Second Coming “would happen very soon. He ad-
vised that each Christian should focus on the Lord,
Making Him the center of all their activities. Thus if a
Christian were single it would be best to not marry—
because the end of the world was eminent. Through the
years Paul came to deeper understand of the Lord, so
that in his letter to the Romans, his last letter, we have
the mature reflection of the Lord’s teachings. While he
was wrong in thinking that the end was near, the mes-
sage is correct, we need to make Jesus the center of our
lives. Thus in whatever state of life we are living—
single or married or consecrated life—we are called to
constantly struggle to live free from anxieties of this
world and live constantly in the presence of the Lord.

Confused?
The Blessed Sacrament, reserved in the tabernacle is
now in its own chapel. When we enter the chapel it is
appropriate to genuflect or make a profound bow ex-
pressing our faith in the TRUE PRESENCE. When we
enter the Main church it is appropriate to turn towards
the Blessed Sacrament and make the same reverences.
During the Mass the celebrant During the Mass the
celebrant will continue to bow to the altar and cross.

Warning:
Regrettably we need to remind the Faithful that there
are individuals saying that they are Catholic priests or
even priests from St. Joseph Parish, and they are not.
Please remember that in general it is not permitted to
have a Mass celebrated in a private home. Remember
that a marriage celebrated in a private home in our par-
ish is ALWAYS invalid. If you have any questions
please ask one of the parish priests.

Security
Security is always a concern for parish administration.
If you have had anything stolen, or other criminal ac-
tivity, please immediately make a police report and in-
form the parish staff.
